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Border-to-Border: Wrap up 

Have your students reflect on the cultural exchange by blogging, creating a video or a web page about the experience. These activities can begin prior to the actual exchange allowing the students to talk about their expectations and thoughts about the upcoming experience. The assignment can continue after the exchange, the students can post things and thoughts related to the experience. 

Blogging:


Blogging is a valuable tool because others can 
comment or contribute to blog posts and share ideas 
and thoughts about the experience.

For this activity have your students use www.Blogger.com. Have the students post text, pictures and possibly video or links prior to the exchange. 

After the exchange students can reflect on the experience by posting their thoughts, reactions, additional questions, links, videos and pictures. 

Video:


A unique way to show others what you learned from 
the exchange, a video is an interesting and typically 
more fun assignment. 

If your students are using Windows based computers you can use Windows Movie Maker (a program installed on every Windows machine) or if you are using Mac interface have your students use iMovie for this assignment.

Web page:


Another creative way to reflect on the Border-to-Border 
connection. For this activity have your students use the 
popular freeware web design software for Windows, 
Komodo Edit. For Mac users you can use Coda web 
design freeware exclusive to Mac users.
